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Photographic Policy - Including Mobile Phones/Video
· Ensure you have parents/guardians consent form completed from welcome pack.

· All young people must be appropriately dressed for the activity taking place.

· The photo should focus on the activity rather than a particular young person and personal details which might make the young person vulnerable, such as their exact address ,must never be revealed

· Where an individual has achieved success in the game (e.g. When selected for representative side or showing triumph over adversity) permission must be gained from parent/guardian and the young person to use photograph/recording and relevant details.

· When possible reflect RFU Equity Policy by showing a diverse range of the young persons taking part.

· Any one taking photographs or recording any event must have a valid reason for doing so and seek permission of the organisers/person in charge.

· Anyone taking photographs or recordings should make themselves known to the organisers of the event and be able to identify themselves if requested during the course of the event.

· All concerns regarding inappropriate or intrusive photography should be reported in confidence to the RFU Child Protection Manager via the Rugby Club or Constituent Body Welfare Manager. 
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
