Grappenhall first to top 200 runs; Neston and Oxton tie 

WITH good weather continuing to bless Over Forties cricketers, there was some high-scoring in Week 8 games on Wednesdsay, June 20, the highlight being a winning tally of 206-2 for reigning champions Grappenhall against Mobberley in the Central division.
