Why have we introduced a Loyalty Card?

This season we are faced with increasing costs in the running of the club; as such the committee has decided to increase the annual subscriptions. Senior and Voting member subs will increase by £10; Junior and Non-Voting member subs will increase by £5.

The Loyalty Card offers members the opportunity to redeem this additional cost.

What is the Loyalty Card scheme?

The scheme allows members to accumulate points in various ways, some of which many of you will be doing all ready.

Senior and Voting members will need to earn 10 points; having done this they will be given £10 credit to spend at the bar/tea room or towards the cost of attending an organised function. Junior and Non-voting members will need to earn 5 points and will be given £5 credit to be redeemed in the same manner.

How do I gain points?

1 point will be gained for each of the following:

Senior players, voting and non-voting members

• Working behind the bar during a normal night at the club 

• Working behind the bar during a special event

• Finding someone to do a cricket tea on a match day

• Doing a cricket tea yourself

• Doing 3 hours of voluntary work at the club

• Helping out a junior team, umpiring, unpaid scoring, coaching at training session

• Helping out at a Junior event e.g. Presentation night or U9’s tournament

• Gaining a ball sponsor or sponsoring a ball

• Getting a friend to join as a new member

• Subscribing to a Summer or Winter 49 Bonus Ball

Junior players

• Doing 2 hours voluntary work at the club

• Coming to the club and supporting a senior match Saturday or Sunday

• Attending the HNCC cricket fun week in August (1 point per day) 

• Doing a raffle or providing a raffle prize at a junior or senior game

• Attending a special event

• Getting a friend to join as a new member

• Gaining a Ball Sponsor or a parent sponsoring a ball

• Parent subscribing to Summer or Winter 49 Bonus Ball
How does the scheme work?

When you pay your annual subscription you will be given a membership card with a Loyalty card fixed to it. As soon as you have the card you can commence collecting the points. If you have any doubts at all about how you carry out the various ways of earning points please see any committee member. 

Every time you earn a point you will need to have your card signed by one of the following: Brian Calverley, Howard Thompson, Maurice Brown or Brian Farrell. 

When your card is full it will be signed off. You will then be given the appropriate credit to spend as described above.
